The Egyptian God Anubis has the head of a Jackal and sometimes the body 
of a man. Anubis was said to be the one who embalmed Osiris, the first 
mummy. The role of Anubis was to lead the deceased person by the hand, 
for the weighing of the heart for the moment of final justice. This was done 
with the feather of Ma’at on one of the scales. 
If the heart is heavy they are led to Ammit where the soul is destroyed. If 
the heart is light as a feather, they obtain eternal life through Osiris, Lord of 
the Dead.

Feng Shui considers the Bagwa Mirror to be of great importance in correct-
ing Feng Shui predicaments by deflecting almost anything that creates 
negative Chi i.e. Poison arrows (corners of buildings pointing at your home 
or business). You can place them outside your home for protection. The 
Bagwa mirror can also be used as a reminder to the occupants that their 
feng shui cures assigned to their premises need constant care by keeping all 
cures clean & in working order.

Love and Peace, (mini) Prayer Flags 
 
The traditional Prayer Flags are an ancient design. The text is made up of 
prayers and mantras. Prayer flags can be hung across the front of buildings, 
around trees, from post to post or from corners of buildings to the ground. 
As the prayer flags are shredded by the wind, the prayers dissipate and rise 
to heaven. It is not required to change them when they are torn or faded 
away. Prayer flags are also hung indoors to add to the spiritual ambience.
